ARRIVING IN MADRID 
Madrid is easy to get to from just about anywhere. The easiest way is by air, arriving at Barajas International Airport (MAD) which is about 8 miles (around 13 kilometres) northeast of the city. 




    By air

Regular and charter flights arrive from all over the world at Madrid´s Aeropuerto de Barajas, 13km north-east of the city. Terminals 1, 2 & 3 are located in the same building. A new fourth terminal, some distance away, opened last year. All four terminals are linked to the city by public transport and taxis. 
Tourist information offices, ATMs and currency exchange counters are available in the public foyer. 

Getting to and from the Airport
Barajas is linked to the city centre by special airport bus, underground and taxis. A taxi from the airport to the centre of town costs around 25€ - 30€ one way and this should include baggage charges. By metro (line 8), a 15-minute journey takes you to Nuevos Ministerios, where you can change on to line 10 for Plaza España.

   By rail

There are three main train stations. The most important is Atocha station, south of the city centre. It serves all of southern Spain, and many destinations round Madrid. Chamartin is the other station in the north of the city. Príncipe Pío is located in the west, and mainly serves short distance trains (Cercanías). The bus line to the conference venue runs from the bus terminal outside this station. 
All stations are served by taxi, metro and buses. International services to France and Portugal start in Chamartin and do not pass through Atocha.
    


                 By bus
The main bus station, Estación Sur, connects with metro Méndez Álvaro (on line 6) and with Atocha station via Cercanías lines 5, 7 and 10. Other bus stations are also well-connected.

         

  Getting around Madrid
Madrid is well served by a good underground system (Metro) and an extensive bus service. You can get from the north to the south of the city by using short-range regional trains (called Cercanías) between Atocha and Chamartin train stations.  A single bus or metro ticket costs 1€.  There is also a 10-ride bus and metro pass that can be purchased in metro stations, estancos (tobacconists) and at some newsstands for around 6.50€.
